* The 755RFB2 base will send out a
wireless signal if the fitted smoke alarm
Test/Hush button is held for more
than 8 seconds. All interconnected
755LPSMA4 alarms will sound for ~ 30
seconds without LED flashing.

« If alarm does not sound on the
interconnected units, check wireless
interconnection setup and if distance
between alarms is within the specification.

* Repeat the test on all of the alarms.
Silencing the smoke alarm (Hush feature)

m * When Test/Hush button is pressed
during an alarm event, the smoke alarm
is not sensitive to smoke for 10 minutes,
after which the alarm resumes normal
operation. During this hush time, the red
LED flashes once every 8 seconds.

+ If more than one alarm is inter-
connected, identify the alarm with
the red flashing LED, as this will
be only alarm that can be hushed.

All interconnected alarms will stop
sounding within 5 to 10 seconds after
the initial alarm is hushed.

« If more than one alarm has a flashing red
LED and sounding, the Test/Hush button
on all alarms will all need to be pressed.

has stopped, so that you can identify the unit
as the alarm that was triggered.
